· Our school and it’s place in the local community  
· What’s the weather like? Comparing life in the UK to North America.



· Swimming – learning to use the pool confidently.
· Awareness of body changes during exercise.
· Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with consideration for themselves and others;
· Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing;
· Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing.
